Rider Course Instructor Training (RCIT): Th& ®Ril occur over four consecutive days and relies on a building blc
approach. It is both classroom and range oriented.

Those interested in this opportunity should review the entire process that can be viewed on the GWRRA webs
https://gwrra.org/regional/ridered/RCICP/RCICP_Guidelines Ipdafill give you an overall view of the process and
will have the expectations of all participants clearly stated.
